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STATUTE – 13 

Standing Committee 

 

The Academic Council may constitute Standing Committee to look after the routine 

matters of academic nature on its behalf. The committee shall have the following 

constitution. 

 

(a) Constitution 

 

(i) The Vice - Chancellor – Chairperson; 

(ii) Four Deans from different Faculty of Studies nominated by the 

Academic Council; and 

(iii) The Registrar - Member Secretary. 

 

(b) Tenure 

 

The nominated members of the Standing Committee of Academic Council 

shall hold office for a period of  two years or the remaining term of his 

Deanship, whichever is earlier.  

 

(c) Powers and Functions  

 

Standing Committee shall consider all those matters which have been assigned 

to it by the Academic Council. Further, the Vice - Chancellor may call the 

meeting of the Standing Committee to decide some of the urgent academic 

matters and report them to the Academic Council for ratification.
